The students were taught story vocabulary wordgh fiequency words, initial sounds- ‘h’, ‘b’, ‘m’s’, ‘c’, ‘I,
r,'nn Pl gl P, ‘w, short vowel  s- fad, ‘e, i, U’y o’ and final sounds- ‘d’, ‘m’ ‘n’. The big books
used this year were:

In addition to the big books, students were alsmduced to five new stories and the story vocatyuiar those
books.

The students were taught 108 story vocabulary witmasighout the year.

Through observation assessment and shared readivgeve able to conclude that about 65% of the &desits
had a good understanding of the stories and they stocabulary words. Some of these students enjoyec
participating in class; while some had good acadestanding as well as parental support at homee dther
students seemed to lack motivation, had behavigueddlems or had very little support at home.

In addition to the story vocabulary, the studené&senalso responsible for learning 160 HFW througlibe year
(40 words per story). After each story the studerdee tested on the words. The majority of the estis] about 85
%, did very well when tested on these words.

Communication in English was a problem throughdwgt $chool year. Most students lacked the confidéace
communicate effectively with the NET teacher. Gamsongs and other engaging activities were used tc
stimulate and maximize student learning and comoatioin. Although some students responded very toell
these activities, it took a lot of encouraging anodmpting to get verbal responses from students.

P2

P2 students participated in one double PLP-R lepswmrweek. During each lesson the students paat&ipin
shared reading, reading aloud, independent readunded reading and home reading. The students taeght
story vocabulary words, high frequency words, fealnds- ‘t’, ‘I ‘g’, 'k, ‘b’, 'f’, ‘'s’, ‘ck’and initial sounds- ‘th’,
‘'sh’, ‘ch’ ,'wh’. The big books used this year were

Some behaviour problems weneaagnt
as well.

%, did very well when tested on these words.

Communication in English continued to be a problé&tthough there was improvement from the previoaary
students still lacked confidence and conversatiilis 2o communicate effectively in English. Gamesngs and
other engaging activities were used to stimulatd amaximize student learning. Although some stuslent
responded very well to these activities, some skidittée interest in learning English.

Class pagtmp,
conversation and understanding the task at handya@d, however some students lacked the abilitgtain key
information/words and comprehension was not clearsbme activities. Lack of support at home and lo
academic ability may have attributed to this.

Communication in English continued to be a problfem some. Although there was improvement from the
previous year, students still lacked confidence eodversation skills to communicate effectively Emglish.
When encouraged to participate, most did and edjaye activities. Prompting my the teacher was used
frequently to get responses from the students.

Onimargi 4 students take part in the program this y®arfar,
three shared reading workshops, two writing workshand a number of guided reading lessons have bee
conducted. The program has been well received ist mlasses. The students are particularly intedeistehe
shared reading workshops. They are enthusiasttakimg part in the class activities. Surprisinglyey enjoy

activities like readers’ theatre and games abauthiree stories used in the pogram

Students are capable in performing the tasks. Tlaeye no difficulties in handling the tasks anddimng the
worksheets for the shared reading workshops ande matords of the words they learn in the guidedlinen
lessons. With sufficient guidance, the students ltamdle the more challenging tasks for the writvaykshops
and have an understanding about the elements andtiiacture of narratives and some basic concdpiata
characterization as well. It is astonishing becdheewriting tasks done in the writing workshopelrewriting the
story ending, inserting one more character in tteeysand retelling the story from different persppaes is
somehow demanding for the students in this schéai).the students do not just simply understandt e tasks

about. Some of them show their creativity in thasging assignments.
It is a pity that KIP is far behind the scheduléeTslowness of the progress of the program is maietause the
time we can spend on this program is 1/3 time tless what is originally planned and we startedpgfegram one

month later than other pilot schools.

KIP will only be conducted in P. 4 next year. Bezawf the tight teaching schedule in P.5 and tfieedlties in
timetabling and staff deployment, the managemeciddd not to extend to P.5.
